My Socks

The basis for my sock knitting is Judy Gibson’s Toe Up Socks.  I use her calculations but have altered the knitting method.  See her copyrighted pattern here and don’t forget to click on Charts 1 and 2.  

I knit with two circular addi Turbos and have used all types and weights of yarn.

I use a wrapped cast on instead of figure-eight cast on.  Tie a slip knot and slide it on the lower of two needles held parallel.  Bring the working yarn up behind both needles, down in front of the needles and back up behind.  Continue in this manner until you have the required number of cast on stitches.  I have twelve in this example.
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Prepare to knit the first row by slipping the bottom wraps to the needle cord by pulling the bottom needle to the right.
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Hold the working yarn firmly and insert the needle between the first and second wraps and knit it off the top needle.  Be sure you are knitting with the opposite end of the needle where the working stitches reside.
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Continue knitting across the row, knitting all stitches, to the end.  
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Pull the top needle far to the right allowing the worked stitches to rest on the flexible cord.  Turn your work around the other needle on top and slide the stitches to the tip of your needle.  You will need to slip the slip knot to the right needle and commence knitting the second half of the first round.  Be sure you are knitting with the opposite end of the needle where the working stitches reside.
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Knit to end of row, pull the needle to the far right with the stitches remaining on the cord.  Turn your work around and knit another complete round (both sides) without increases.  Be sure to slip the slip knot at the beginning of the second half of the round.  If you notice (sorry this a blurry picture) you cannot see the wrapped cast on.  It is invisible.
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Prepare the work to begin the next round.  You will increase four stitches on this round.  * Knit one, M1 increase, knit to last stitch, M1 increase and knit the last stitch. *  Turn your work and repeat the first half round (between *’s).  Snug up between the first stitch on the needle and the previously last stitch knitted.

Knit the next round plain.  Fold the work in half and begin knitting as you would any two circular needle work, holding the finished portion down.  
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You will alternate increase rows and plain rows until the required number of stitches for the foot of the sock are attained.  This is a picture of the toe cast on and increases.  Blurry again, sorry.
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This is the completed toe and a few rows of straight stockinette knitting of the sock foot.  See the little slipped knot?  It was dropped after about four rounds.  When you complete the sock it can be slipped and the yarn end weaved into the increases and trimmed.
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
